Call for Entries

DEADLINE April 30/2010

The World Bank Art Program, the Cultural Center of the Inter-American Development Bank, the Art Museum of the Americas, Organization of American States, are pleased to announce this Call for Entries open to Latin American and Caribbean artists.

Artworks will be selected for the homonymous exhibition crowing the cultural program About Change, dedicated to contemporary visual arts from the Latin American and Caribbean region.  

The exhibition will be on display from August 2010 through June 2011 in Washington, DC, USA.

ELIGIBILITY 

Participation is open to visual artists, or groups of artists, of any age, from member countries of the World Bank Group in the Latin American and Caribbean region, as specified in the following list:

Priority:  

Priority will be given to emerging artists born and currently working in the countries of the Latin America and the Caribbean region, although artists of the diasporas may also apply. Artists born in other regions but primarily working in Latin America or the Caribbean may apply as well.

Although selection will favor emerging artists with less-well-established credentials, better-known artists will be included provided they have had an impact on younger generations of artists.  

Individuals and Groups:

The Art Program will accept portfolios sent directly by artists or through museums; cultural organizations, associations, embassies, universities, galleries, etc.

Exclusion:  

Employees and family of employees (open and term-staff, STCs, ETCs, retired) of the World Bank Group, the International Monetary Fund, the Inter American Development Bank, the Organization of American States are not eligible to apply.  

THEME
In the selection of works, priority will be given to those that reflect the artists’ interpretation of the notion of “change”.  Change is a broad concept which has been intentionally selected to offer opportunities to artists to express their vision on many interrelated topics, like for example; climate change, social changes in which the artist feels involved, or the depiction of changes proposed by the artist herself/himself.

The World Bank is an international organization that works in a multicultural environment where the works of art it displays reflect different countries and their cultures. The philosophy of the organization respects the diversity of beliefs and sensibilities of different cultures. For that reason, the World Bank Art Program limits the depiction of religious images, sexual subjects, nudes, and/or works with a marked political content that might be deemed offensive or inappropriate.  
Limitations:
Artists will be generally free to choose their materials and styles, although original works must not contain hazardous substances or materials deemed to be inflammable, radioactive, perishable, or gases. Nor will works be admitted made of feathers, coral, or animal hides.

Archeological (pre-Columbian) pieces will not be accepted, in keeping with the Bank’s policies on the protection of cultural heritage.
SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS
Materials submitted for the review/selection process may be sent by internet, postal service or courier up to April 30, 2010. To participate, the following material must be submitted:

The complete entry form (available to download from this website)

No more than 10 images per artist, except for projects or work that require more extensive photographic documentation. If the images are submitted on a CD, the images must be .jpg files sent in high resolution (minimum resolution 300 dpi letter-size paper). If the work is a video or audiovisual, a copy of it must be sent.

Each image must be accompanied by the following data: 

· Name of the artist/author 

· Title of the work  

· Year of creation

· Medium
· Dimensions (in centimeters)
· Weight (in kilograms)

· Value (for insurance purposes in US$)

Selection:

The artists selected to participate in the About Change crowning exhibition will be informed during the month of May 2010. Only artists selected will be notified and the materials submitted for review/selection will not be returned to the artist. The Art Program may request additional images from the artists.

Jury

The selection committee is composed by the World Bank Art Program, the Cultural Center of the Inter-American Development Bank and the Art Museum of the Americas, Organization of American States as well as experts from the region.

•
Shipment and packaging

The cost of packaging and shipment of works selected for exhibitions will be paid by the World Bank Art Program, which uses for that purpose companies experienced in international shipping and freight forwarding.   The Lender (artist or his/her representative) is responsible for providing the carrier with the necessary documentation for the temporary export and re-import of the Objects.
•
Loan agreement 

The works selected for the exhibitions will be sent to the World Bank on a temporary loan basis, said loan to be guaranteed by signature of a “loan agreement” form (available for information on this website).  The Borrowers (World Bank Art Program, the Cultural Center of the Inter-American Development Bank, and the Art Museum of the Americas, Organization of American States) will not pay any rental fee for the loan of the artwork to be displayed at the exhibition.


•
Acquisitions

Through its acquisitions program, the World Bank Art Program plans to purchase a number (to be determined) of works of art shown at the About Change exhibition, which will then form part of the World Bank’s permanent collection. For such purchase, the artist shall cede reproduction rights corresponding to that work of art to the World Bank Art Program.

The Cultural Center of the Inter-American Development Bank and the Art Museum of the Americas, Organization of American States may acquire as well artworks from the exhibition for their permanent collection, but the World Bank Art Program has the right of first choice.

Private buyers (galleries, individuals, associations) may desire to acquire artworks from the exhibition.  The World Bank Art Program will provide the potential buyer with the contact information of the artist and the transaction will take place outside the World Bank.  The World Bank Art Program will not charge any commission.

Copyright

The images of the works selected for the exhibitions at the World Bank Art Program, the Cultural Center of the Inter-American Development Bank, and the Art Museum of the Americas, Organization of American States may be reproduced in the art catalogue, promotional material (posters, invitations), as well as educational materials, and so on.  The World Bank Art Program shall pay no remuneration, compensation or fees (including reproduction fee or royalties) to the artist or his/representative for the loan and/or the use of the image.

Insurance and unforeseen circumstances

Works selected for exhibition at the World Bank, the Cultural Center of the Inter-American Development Bank, and the Art Museum of the Americas, Organization of American States will be insured during transportation and for the duration of the exhibition.  


•
Acceptance of work and deadline

The World Bank Art Program reserves the right to accept or reject works submitted through this Call for Entries by April 30, 2010.   All proposals must be sent as part and within the deadline of the Call for Entries 

*The deadline of April 30, 2010 takes in consideration that Haitian artists living in Haiti during the earthquake may not be able to submit their portfolios by this date.  In 2012, the Art Program will organize a dedicated exhibition on Haitian art by artists living in Haiti during the earthquake.
